«It has been my position from the beginning that there are two kinds of
data at Qumran, external and internal. “External” are things like archaeol-
ogy, palaeography, and carbon dating, but these rather turn out to often be
either imprecise or unreliable. In a situation of the kind represented by the
materials and discoveries at Qumran, when there is a contradiction be-
tween the results of such disciplines and the internal data — meaning, what
the documents themselves say, to which the rest of this book will be dedi-
cated — then the internal data must take precedence, given the quality and
kind of external data that exists for Qumran. What, for instance, might be
considered “internal data™?
